In 2008
the school opened a new nursery for 3-4 year olds — The Alice Nursery — which can accommodate up to 24 children,
most of whom transfer to reception at PGHS.

At Palmers Green High School girls enjoy success in so many aspects of school life because everyone is known as
an individual. Primary age pupils enjoy subject specialists teaching them in Art, Design & Technology, Drama, Mu-
sic and PE - frequently in half class groups. At secondary level small class sizes (an average of only 12 at GCSE),
excellent relationships with staff, and the school’s commitment to highly effective teaching and learning strategies
all help the girls to attain their personal goals and aspirations.

The school has a reputation for excellence with 71.7% of GCSEs graded A* or A in 2009. PGHS was also awarded
second place nationally in The Sunday Times Parent Power league tables for small schools in both 2008 and 2009.

A broad range of extra-curricular activities enriches the multi-cultural school community and educational visits
feature regularly in the school calendar. Our motto, ‘By Love, Serve One Another’ was carefully chosen by its foun-
der Miss Alice Hum and epitomises the school’s special ethos where individual talent is fostered, celebrated and
appreciated and where contribution to the community is greatly valued.

PGHS provides a challenging and supportive environment where every girl has the chance to shine. In choosing
our school parents can be confident that they have selected a first class education for their daughters.

Admissions, Bursaries & Scholarships

Entry to the School

Entry into the school is normally at 3+ into
the Nursery, at 4+ into the Preparatory De-
partment, at 7+ into the Junior Department
and at 11+ into the Senior School. Candidates
should normally reach the ages of 3+, 4+, 7+
and 11+ respectively by September 1¢t of the
year of entry.

Palmers Green High School selects girls on
the grounds of ability and aptitude. The
Governors of the School are committed to
equal opportunities for all, regardless of
race, colour, religion, ethnic or national
origin, sexual orientation, age, gender or

disability.

Applications

The registration form can be found in the
back of the Prospectus or downloaded from
the website. This should be completed and
sent together with a £40 Registration Fee to
the school. Candidates will be called for
assessment at an appropriate time. Upon
the offer of a place, parents need to accept
the offer in writing within one week, enclos-
ing their deposit of £500 which will be re-
turned at the end of their daughter’s career
at Palmers Green High School subject to full
and final settlement of the final account.

Entrance Examination

The 11+ entrance and scholarship examina-
tion is normally held on the fourth Saturday
in January. Interviews for candidates show-
ing promise in the written tests will be held
during February.

The Reception and Year 3 tests and inter-
views will be held from November in the
academic year before entry to the school.
All other assessments for entry into the
Lower School take place in the classroom
with the form teacher as and when neces-
sary.

Scholarships and Subject Awards at 11+
Scholarship and subject awards, for which
internal and external candidates are
equally eligible, may be awarded to candi-
dates who perform well in the 11+ entrance
and scholarship examination in Maths,
English and Science. These scholarships
and subject awards are means-tested and
all girls sitting the entrance examination
will be considered.

Bursaries at 11+

A limited number of means-tested bur-
saries, giving up to 100% remission of fees,
are available for entrance into the school at
11+. Bursary forms are available from the
Bursar’s office on request and all parents
wishing to be considered for a bursary
should complete and submit this form
before their daughter sits the entrance
examination. N.B. Scholarships and sub-
ject awards are reviewed annually and the
school reserves the right to require parents
to provide evidence of financial circum-
stances. The retention of an award for the
full 5 years of a successful candidate will
be dependent on continuing merit and
satisfactory behaviour as judged by the
Headmistress. In the event that a success-

ful candidate should leave the school before
the end of the final term for which a scholar-
ship or subject award would normally be
tenable and then continue full-time educa-
tion in an establishment situated within a
30km radius of this school, then the school
shall have the right to payment in full on
demand, of that part of the tuition fees which
would have been payable had the scholar-
ship or subject award not been awarded,
starting from the first term in which the
scholarship or subject award is held.

Music Awards

Music awards are available at 11+. These
awards entitle successful candidates to music
lessons in two instruments throughout their
Senior School career at PGHS, subject to
continued progress and contribution to the
musical life of the school. (Music lessons are
normally provided by the school’s visiting
instrumental staff. Alternatively, a contribu-
tion to the costs of approved external teach-
ing for an award holder will be granted but
will not exceed the termly charge in force at
the school.).

Candidates should have reached at least
Grade 4 Associated Board standard and
should perform two contrasting pieces on
their first choice instrument and (where
applicable) one piece on their second and/or
third instruments. The assessment will in-
clude aural tests and sight reading. Candi-
dates for music awards must also pass the
academic entrance examination. Prospective
candidates may wish to contact the Head of
Music to discuss their application further.



Rules

1. All fees and extra charges incurred must be paid by the first day of each term, unless arrangements have been made to pay under the
Direct Debit Scheme. If fees are not so paid the School reserves the right to refuse admission and levy a surcharge.

2. If a pupil is to be withdrawn (or discontinue "options") notice must be given in writing one full term in advance. Otherwise, not only
must valid fees be paid for the pupil's final term, but also for the following term. Such notice is only valid when acknowledged in writing
by the School.

3. There can be no reduction or remission of fees by reason of absence except to the extent that this is covered by insurance through the
School Fees Protection Scheme. The cost of this insurance is added to the school fee bill, although parents may choose to opt out of the
scheme.

4. All fees and other charges are subject to review before the commencement of each term.

5. Fees include coach travel to games lessons, stationery and use of text books, but every pupil must purchase from School her own hymn book,
dictionary, school bag and some set texts required for GCSE or other external examinations.

6. The School reserves the right at any time to require the removal of any pupil if, in the opinion of the Headmistress, satisfactory progress
is not being maintained or that continuation in the School would be undesirable for the pupil or the School community as a whole.

7. Pupils must observe the rules relating to the storage or usage of mobile phones.

8. Any pupil carrying or using illegal substances, alcohol or tobacco will be suspended immediately and an investigation held.

9. No girl may cycle to school without first obtaining a written permit from the Headmistress, but the granting of such a permit will not
impose any responsibility on the Headmistress or the School for any loss, damage, or injury whatsoever in any way arising from a girl
cycling to School.

10. Regularity in attendance and punctuality are legal requirements and as such are required from all pupils. Requests for leave of absence
must be made in writing to the Headmistress at least two weeks in advance, although permission is not usually granted for family holidays

during term time. Unauthorised leave of absence is documented and sent to the Department for Education and Skills.

11. Regulation School uniform (including P.E. kit) is compulsory and must be strictly adhered to. Every item must be clearly marked with the
pupil's name.

12. The regulations in force may be varied from time to time as, in the opinion of the Headmistress, is necessary for the proper running of the School.

13. The Prospectus is intended to convey general information only and is not to be construed as imposing any legal obligation or liability.

Main School Open Morning is normally held on the second Saturday in October between 10am and 12 noon.
Nursery Open Mornings are held on the 3rd Saturday in October and the 3rd Saturday in January. Working open sessions are
held every Wednesday from 9.30am-10.30am : please phone to check availability. No appointments are necessary for atten-
dance at Open Mornings.



Fees

All fees, which include tuition, text books and stationery (and transport to and from sports facilities,) must be received on or before the first day
of each term. No reductions can be made in the event of absence from school through illness unless arrangements for insurance covering reim-
bursement of tuition fees during such absence have been made with the School. All children are insured against accident and details are avail-
able from the Bursar.

Fees may also be paid via schemes through leading insurance companies and brokers and by direct debit on a periodic basis. The Bursar is
always available to give information and guidance to parents on this or any other related fees matter.

Levels of fees are adjusted from time to time. It is normal to give notice of any rise in fees one term in advance.

Notice of intention to remove a pupil must be given in writing one full term in advance, otherwise payment for the next term will be required.
This notice must reach the School on or before the first day of the preceding term and will be validated by written acknowledgement from the
school.

Academic Scholarships, Music Exhibitions and means-tested Bursaries are available at 11+ as well as other internal awards related to progress
within the School.

The school accepts the Government Early
Years Grant as part payment for fees and will administer this on
behalf of parents. The school also accepts a variety of employers’ child
care vouchers.

From Junction 24 on the M25 (via Southgate)

From Southgate tube station (Piccadilly
line) take the W9 bus. (Come out of the
tube station via the door on the left after
the barrier, then turn left and W9 stops at
the furthest stand on the left.) The bus
should go along Bourne Hill (main-ish
road - only a very little hill) it then turns
right into Fox Lane and then left into an-
other residential road, then it turns right
again (back onto Bourne Hill, which is
again a main-ish road).

When you see the telephone exchange on
the left (‘Telephone Exchange’ written

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above main entrance) the bus will then turn
left. At this point ring the bell to stop the
bus. You should be able to see the school on
the right hand side.
